Learn more about the vineyard work and
the personality of its dedicated cuvée enjoying the landscape
with a wonderful view on the valley.

Continue to Maison Leclerc Briant winery, to uncover the
secrets of its winemaking and be guided by its unique
philosophy. The tour will be conclude with a tasting experience,
designed to deepen your appreciation of the deep and diverse
personality of their cuvées.
